  2:30 sm/med Judging includes: general appearance, 

personality and behavior. This class will be 
divided according to size. 

11:30  Aged To Perfection: For any dog 10 years 
or older.  Judging includes: general 
appearance, personality and behavior. 

11:30  Puppy Love: For any puppy under the age 
of 10 months.  Judging includes: general 
appearance, personality and behavior. 

12:00  Clever K-9 Tricks: Can your dog jump thru 
a hoop, catch a Frisbee or play dead? A 
class for the most talented. Any trick will do. 

12:30  Mighty Mites: For any dog (over 10 
months) 15 lbs. or less. Good things come 
in small packages. Enter your little giant!

12:30  Biggest Lap Dog: For any large dog 
(75 lbs. or more) who climbs into your lap
